The Minutes were amended as follows:
item 1437: 1430 Surrey Hills. Amended to read:
Cathy responded to the Surrey Hills Management Plan Consultation. Part of the parish falls within the Surrey Hills AONB but there are no plans to expand the boundary to include the whole of the village.
item 1438. The Paddocks. Amended to read:
In view of the controversial planning history, concern was expressed that conditions on a planning approval should be seen to be properly enforced. However no evidence could be provided by the Parish Council to assist in the determination of lawfulness.
item 1439. Concurrent Grant Aid Applications. iii Village pond. Whole paragraph deleted.

The amended Minutes were approved, and will be signed as correct at the next meeting.

Matters arising.
item 1439. iv. Laying of drain along Tunmore field. GBC Clerk of Works has given us approval to put a pipe drain in this ditch and then to fill in the ditch. Roger will find out the anticipated cost of this work, also asking Jim Bacon if he would undertake the work. Mary will then contact GBC Geoff Nutt in the hope that an application for an additional Concurrent Functions Grant can be made.
item 1441. vi.. CPRE Subscription. The sum of £17.50, and not £25, had been requested by the CPRE, and has since been paid.
ii. Item 1441 i. Roger attended the Police Community Partnership meeting on 17th September, which had been chaired by Cllr Jen Powell. Roger outlined details of the meeting, having already circulated the Report among the Parish Council. 


Planning matters
Clandon Manor Farm. The council discussed the summary of their views; Mary will write to GBC expressing these views, and sending a copy of the letter to Cllr Jenny Wicks.

The Paddocks. The Certificate of Lawfulness has been provided by GBC..


Following discussion about enforcement, we will write to Ms Carol Humphreys, with a copy to Cllr Jenny Wicks, asking that the GBC ensures the East Clandon Parish Council receives notification of any conditions attached to planning approval. 

Financial matters.

i. Cheques issued and monies received. Council members were provided with an itemised summary of accounts since the last meeting, also a statement of our current account.
ii. Confirmation of Concurrent Functions Grants for the coming year. 
The Application was confirmed:
Playground – climbing frame. New safety surface. Grant applied for, £1000.
Playground - roundabout safety. Replacement/upgrading of safety surface. Grant applied for, £1000.
Tunmore Triangle Well. Restoration of ancient well. Grant applied for, £300.

 (see also item 1444 above, Tunmore Field drainage)
iii. Invoice for our Village website. This was approved, with the comments that it has already proved itself to be an excellent and very useful website.


Roger confirmed that we have already received confirmation of a grant from the Historic Buildings Fund for £100 for restoration of the Tunmore well.

Playground Maintenance.
We have received a quotation from Wickstead (the installer of our playground equipment) for various works to the playground. Decisions re new surface under climbing frame and renewal or repair of surface under the roundabout will be postponed until we know the result of our Concurrent Functions Grant application.
GBC Parks & Countryside department will be consulted about alternative contractors.
Renewal of the bark safety surfaces will be done in Spring 2004 by our gardening contractor.

Tunmore Field: renewal of lease for the coming year.
Matthew Pitt has indicated his desire to renew his lease. Mary will send him a new contract to be signed also requesting written proof of a valid insurance policy.

’The Clandons’.
We have received permission from West Clandon Parish Council, and from the Clandon Society to have this publication, which is now out of print, scanned and put on the village website. Uncertainty still exists about the possibility of copyright permission being needed to reproduce the photographs. Cathy will contact Ron Boddy (who was instrumental in the publication of the booklet)


Quality Parish Council 
A letter has been received from the Clerk of West Clandon Parish Council, explaining that they are not going to apply for ‘Quality Status’. Mary will reply to this letter.
East Clandon Parish Council is not at present going to apply for ‘Quality Status’

Any other business. 

i. Audit Commission. The auditors have sent a questionnaire in connection with the imminent appraisal of Guildford Borough Council. Cathy and Mary will go through this together. 

ii. Bulb planting. Andrew will donate a sack of daffodil bulbs and plant them in the area close to the telephone box near the A246. He was warmly thanked for this proposed donation.

iii. e-mail address for the parish clerk. NALC is going to set up a system whereby all parish clerks can have a .gov address.

iv. Redefinition of boundaries of Conservation Area. 

Roger will contact Alison Davidson, Projects and Conservation manager at GBC, to ascertain what is possible.

v. Dog fouling. Jackie Johnson expressed concern at the amount of dog fouling on the roads in the village, especially along Back Lane which has no pavements. The Parish Clerk will ask Peter Smart to send out a village email, requesting dog owners to be more responsible in this matter.

vi. Traffic Calming. Jackie Johnson asked for information about progress in thethe Village Safety Scheme. Cathy will ask the Transportation Service for details of designs and plans before contractors start work.
